Ch'ilséngjdn, Y&ngsanjon, Toksdngjon and Sansin'gak is
composed of in each aspect divided into several patt of one building. The monument for Maitreya
Budha charity founded in 1652 remains as stone wortk. Yongp'atu was repaired in 2004.
