- Taeungjdn hall was re-constructed in 1872

+ Buddhist residences in eastern-western side were

reconstructed in 1873(10th year of King Kojong, Choson)
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Tacungjon hall is double eaves style house with hipped-and-gabled roof located on

natural stoned plinths and in made up of 3 front aspects(9m) and 2 side aspects(6m). It
is mixed style with 3 outer brackets and Ikkong style.
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Kwangjesa is a temple Hach'onsa and Yonghtingam was moved from large valley of Taeddk mountain
in 1467. Tacungjon hall was re-constructed in 1735(11th year of King Yongjo) and P'alsangjon hall
and Mydngbujon hall were built in each side of it and Ungjindang, warehouse, a condolence hall and
kitchen were also built. It was burned down in 1871(8th year of King Kojong) and Taeungjon hall was

re-established next vear. Current buildings are re-constructed at that time. Tacungjon hall and

Pogwangnu, Muryansugak, Sansin'gak remain currently.
